This small cemetery is located on Harry Wilson Rd (gravel road) about ¼ mile from Hwy # 258. The cemetery itself is within a fenced area inhabited by cattle. There is no fence around the actual graves, thus the cattle have trampled the tombstones and surrounding ground so that the packed dirt is almost as hard as the tombstones.

Some of the inscriptions were not readily discernible, so shaving foam was used to highlight and make legible the inscriptions.

Any text within the “[   ]” is a comment about the tombstone inscription, ex., [fs] indicates a footstone inscription. Throughout the transcribing process, an attempt was made to preserve the, ‘look and feel’ of the original inscriptions as regards word spacing, arrangement, and possible misspellings.
